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Donor Sarah (Johnson) Franco moved from Centre County to New York City (probably in the 1930s) to become a nurse.  She married a doctor and remained in New York.  Many photos in this collection were taken by Sarah Franco’s family and sent to her in efforts to entice her home.  It worked in that she returned home during the summers and eventually retired to her family’s home in Holt’s Hollow, Centre County.  The images in this collection document a place and time in Centre County.
